Grosse Pointe Park State of the Infrastructure Statement January 2022

The GPP Infrastructure Committee in an effort to better set targets and inform the community intends to provide an overview
of our current city Infrastructure status at the beginning of the year, our prioritization short and long term, as well as insight and
definitions of some of our systems.

Primary Immediate Focus: Flooding Protection

e  Sanitary Water Capacity
o EERV
o Reduce Water Infiltration
o Maximize Holding Capacity
e  Storm Water Capacity
o Reduce Water Infiltration
o Expand Discharge Capacity
o Maximize Holding Capacity
o Bolster Existing Infrastructure by broadening Preventative Maintenance

EERV (Extreme Emergency Relief Valve): The sanitary sewer system for Grosse Pointe Park currently has a single outlet
through the Detroit River Interceptor. However, if there is an inability to transfer that water the Sanitary barrel can only fill, eventually
backing into homes. The EERV is intended as a last resort emergency measure in the event of system failure, where we can open and
pump water out of the sanitary barrel to our Patterson well for discharge. The EERV is being designed with the hope that it will never
be used. This failsafe would exist to prevent a sanitary backup into the homes of our residents as well as reducing backups to neighboring
communities. This valve is in response to the sanitary, environmental and financial catastrophe previous backups have caused. GPP
takes our responsibilities to our community, state and broader environment seriously and have continued to expand the design in
conjunction with feedback from residents, state and engineering to create the most tailored and specific design that will best protect
residents and neighboring communities.

Secondary Focus: Water Mains and Lead Lines Replacement:

The Water Main system in GPP, as has been outlined in previous meetings, has reached the end of its expected lifespan. This
has resulted in increasing water main failures. GPP is undertaking a broad multiyear plan to systemically replace water mains and
upgrade infrastructure, this will improve service, reliability as well as reducing maintenance costs.

Lead Lines: First and foremost, it is important to reiterate GPP_Drinking Water is safe, please review the water guality
report on the city website. This has been verified repeatedly through drinking water tests. However, an unfunded state mandate
exists for the replacement of lead lines. We have a legal obligation to work towards ongoing replacements over the next 20 years.
Our intention is to do targeted, but aggressive changeouts, coupling lead line replacements with other water infrastructure projects to
minimize both the invasiveness to residents as well as keeping costs down.

Financing: Establishing the best form of financing for these long-term projects. This includes aggressively pursuing any and
all grant and rebate money that is available, including but not limited to State Drinking Water revolving Fund for PY 2022 and 2023.

Additional and Ongoing Projects:

Resident Information and Engagement: In conjunction with the communication committee, we will investigate developing
a better system for residents to report, be informed and to compile for DPW infrastructure issues and concerns.

Continued scoping of sewer systems to eliminate infiltrations (separations and downspout disconnection), flow bottle necks
and better understanding of water usage and flow.

Preventative maintenance of existing systems.

Working with external partners to improve reliability, accountability and reporting.
Improving surfacing of roadways and alleyways.

Lighting Upgrades and Replacement

Engaging in more efficient use of resources and energy, to reduce cost to residents and minimize waste.



Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report February 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

Sewer Separation:
GPP Projects:
DPW Building Construction:
The building construction is underway and includes sewer separation at the intersection of Mack Avenue
alleviating some of the pressure on the north corridor.
February Alleyway Separation:
Work beginning soon on Wayburn alleyway separation. DPW exploring further alleyway separations in the coming
year.
Flow Meters
Installed several flow meters in city as has GLWA to further understand and model wet weather impact on system.

External Projects:

St Clair Montefalco Parking Lot:

St Clair Montefalco is independently beginning work to separate the sewer for their parking lot.

Schaap Center:

The art center proposal entails a construction requirement to engage in separation at a manhole which is currently
going into the sanitary. This is an independent separation project that will take stress off of the Jefferson Alter
area.

GLWA/Eastside Communities Discussions
Monthly meetings to engage with several entities to discuss events of June and how each community and organization
looking to improve. Pressing upon GLWA to shore up its electrical reliability and backup measures in case of extreme
events including more discharges if need be. Discussing items of regional collaboration on larger infrastructure projects
to improve the system. Sharing of Data between the group currently undertaken. Wastewater Operators meeting to
discuss shared communication with GLWA.

Downspout Separation:

Ordinance Update in fall of 2021.

Look for notices to be sent to resident homes in the coming weeks and setting up appointments with our DPW.
Including a downspout incentive program.

We are finding in response to the storm events residents have undertaken many upgrades and repairs resulting
in separations. The city wide system is improving already, as no new connections are being made but disconnections have
been and continue to be undertaken.

Scoping:

Scoping approaching 30% completion with 50% anticipated by end of March. Scoping coincides with jetting, minor
repairs, minor derooting. Larger repair planning is underway, but scoping is already resulting in expanding barrel capacity
and improving water flow. Information is allowing for short and long term system optimization yielding tangible benefits.

EERV

Engineering continues, as does engagement with EGLE, GLWA and neighboring communities. The focus is to build
a system that can be called on in the unfortunate event of a catastrophe. We continue modeling and data acquisition to
further refine the design and implementation. We are moving towards getting construction and material bidding
underway in the next month, not necessarily on the entirety but on portions of the project in an effort to expedite the
process.



Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report March 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

Sewer Separation:

GPP Projects:
New DPW Alleyway Projects completed. Investigating further separation projects, specifically in alleyways.

Storm Readiness Upgrades

Pumping Station

Communication Monitoring System (SCADA) has been upgraded. This allows real time remote monitoring, with
hardlines having been put in and new cellular backup communications. Work has not stopped there and further system
monitoring modernizations are being planned and quoted.

City authorized an additional set of assorted preventative maintenance and upgrades for pumping station.

DPW team engaging in system tests to ensure preparedness and station readiness for any upcoming storms and
walkthrough review was conducted.

General Sewer Updates

Ongoing efforts being made to further improve barrel capacity and expedite water flow. Data from flow meters
and scoping continue to yield excellent data and identify areas for optimization. Short and long term streamlining and
upgrade of system continues.

Downspout Separation:

Ordinance Update in fall of 2022.

More separations occurring, letters have been sent to residents and DPW continues to communicate with and is
encouraging and supporting separations within GPP.

Water Mains:
Water Main will be replaced on Wayburn side of DPW, this coincides with hydrant relocation in the area.

Lead Lines:
Smaller scale replacements continue, as city identifies and is conducting other projects that may overlap.
City is working on large scale plan implementation and financing.

Scoping / Flow Monitoring:

Scoping approximately 50% completion, scoping on target to complete mid July, in fact scoping will accelerate
with improving/warming weather. Minor repairs continue at pace if and when issues discovered.

Additionally, flow monitoring yielding much better and more useful data with warming weather and rains.

EERV

Design is on the cusp of completion and in conjunction Standard Operating Procedures plans are being finalized.
With that, permit submission will be forthcoming targeting the first half of April. Once permit submission is made project
components will go out for bid immediately thereafter.

Surrounding Communities:

GLWA has announced a substantial upgrade to Freud and Blue Hill pumping stations, this entails DTE taking over
primary power supply, additional transformers and wiring redundancy. These are substantial reliability upgrades that
provide added safety to the GPP community and GLWA has announced additional work is planned.

Communications
Team is preparing additional FAQ information for residents regarding a range of issues from separations, basic
workings of system, what to do in storms, etc.

Team has researched and consolidated examples of a range of potential website designs and reporting
mechanisms for residents, to better streamline both receiving and providing feedback for general systems.



Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report April/May 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

Sewer Separation:

GPP Projects:
DPW is investigating further separation improvement opportunities in Kercheval business district vicinity.

Downspout Separation:

Downspout letters have been going out by districts in the city. Voluntary resident feedback is being documented,
DPW is making contacts and putting out information for residents to encourage and assist disconnections.

DPW resident contacts moving into next zone, of respondents in zone 3, 70% compliance observed.

Storm Readiness Upgrades

Pumping Station

Communication Monitoring System (SCADA) has been upgraded. Awaiting quotes on additional software and
hardware to further streamline internal communications and real time system monitoring.

Further pump servicing has been conducted in the month of April as well as review of the wells.

Water Mains:
Water Main replacement to be conducted in area of St Clair Montefalco. Several neighboring cities undergoing
water main work which will have an impact on GPP, including Grosse Pointe Shores working on mains under Jefferson.

City Hall:
Phase 2 of city hall work has been awarded, in the process investigation of consolidating HVAC operations is being

reviewed to both reduce energy usage/increase efficiency and also reduce costs.

Lead Lines:
Bidding opened for lead line work in the city, some initial budgetary feedback has been coming in, allowing for
long term planning and budgeting to advance.

Road Work:
Budget numbers for road work have been set, PASER map analysis underway to plan work and improvements.
Milder winter resulted in minimal degradation, investigating options for minor patching as well.

Scoping / Flow Monitoring:
Scoping continues to be on target to complete in July, valuable data being acquired both through scoping and flow
monitoring especially with increased water flow. Minor issues continue to be addressed as discovered.

EERV
EERV Permit submitted to state, we have begun final refinements, cost estimation and project has gone out to
bidding.

Surrounding Communities:

GLWA has been working on their pumping stations and will be communicating further system upgrades.

Neighboring cities are investigating their own large scale separation projects, this includes Grosse Pointe City
and Grosse Pointe Farms.

Communications

Team has researched and consolidated examples of a range of potential website designs and reporting
mechanisms for residents, to better streamline both receiving and providing feedback for general systems. We will be
utilizing the communicator more, especially to convey downspout separation information.

FAQs and information packets for community being finalized, with some targeting dissemination beginning May.



Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report May/June 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

Downspout Separation:

Downspout letters have been going out by districts in the city and it is proceeding as planned. Additionally
Voluntary resident feedback has been increasing, more residents are contacting their status or asking for consultations
which the city is happy to provide.

Storm Readiness Upgrades

Pumping Station

Pump preventative maintenance for season is complete. Jefferson well has been cleaned out, pumps at Patterson
and Jefferson stations have been serviced, Patterson switch gear testing has been completed.

DPW Building
DPW building construction continues on schedule, with a July completion expected.

Light Poles
DPW is reviewing multiple light poles that need servicing or outright replacement. A priority plan is being put

together, unfortunately supply chain disruptions have been delaying this process.

City Hall:
City Hall boiler work to commence soon as well as control system improvements, which will improve efficiency.

Lead Lines:
Bidding for lead line work continues, some numbers beginning to come in so we can couple with our long term
planning being conducted by Baker Tilley.

Road and Alleyway Work:

Multiple quotes have been received back and planning map is being finalized for road and alleyway work.
Particular focus is being given to alleyways, however, we have to contend with material cost inflation and this has slowed
the process.

Scoping / Flow Monitoring:

The pipe inspection crew is working through the remaining segments, substantial focus on Jefferson as well as
between Westchester and Harcourt. Manhole inspections are also ongoing and resident feedback is helpful. Work is still
on track for July, additionally the city and OHM will review a strategy for unused contract dollars that could be used to
revisit critical areas that were found inaccessible during initial inspection.

EERV

Continued Refinement of design and from that updated Engineering Cost Estimate, we continue to integrate flow
modeling data as we collect it. Still awaiting further permit feedback and approval from EGLE, however, portions of EERV
are out for bid, this includes material and construction, with firm material pricing trickling in.

Aggressively pursuing multiple finance options to mitigate cost to city, including Government Grants,
Reimbursements as well as Philanthropic opportunities.

Long Term Capital Planning and Financing

We are awaiting report from Baker Tilley, however, independent of the city coupled with OHM has been putting
together a long term priority list as well as engaging in conversations of various finance options that will allow more robust
long term action.

Surrounding Communities:

GPP has been in touch with GLWA about their ongoing system upgrades, GLWA continues to bolster their
system in anticipation of June rains and hope to have additional updates in the immediate future.



Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report July/August 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

EERV

Recent meetings with EGLE have proceeded very well. EGLE has a support for concept, and has been pleased
with the work, both in modeling and design that the city has completed. The unfortunate and ironic situation is that a
lack of substantial rain in 2022 has impeded our ability to finalize our model and request final permitting. However, our
engineering team has worked diligently with EGLE and has made adjustments with modeling to develop and alternative
path to finalize our permit request. At this time, we are confident with the process and have finalized the core design
and do not have any reservations with the process going forward. Furthermore, we continue to engage with residents
and specialists and that continues to inform the concept, such as investigating additional safety measures for the outfall.

Large Capital Projects

The infrastructure committee continues to work in conjunction with DPW, OHM and Baker Tilley to best plan out
short- and long-term infrastructure projects and preventative maintenance plans. To that end, utilizing funds in the
water sewer fund, it is the recommendation of the infrastructure committee that the city immediately proceed with the
Mack Cadieux Water Main upgrade/replacement project. Second, it is being recommended that some material
acquisitions for the EERV should begin. Finally, there have been priority next phase infrastructure projects identified,
the Jefferson separation project being the consensus next project the city should look towards. However, in order to
maintain some reserve, this project is dependent on additional funding, ideally the spring of 2023 would be the target.

DPW Building
Sub trade availability and especially utility work with DTE the DPW did delay completion, we are at about 80%
completion and are currently on pace for September move in.

Cell Coverage Discussion:

Opening up discussions of potentially bringing in improved cell coverage. The 2020 ordinance for small cell
towers is in place tied to state law. There have been some additions small towers on Essex and Windmill Pointe, but we
are going to start evaluating where the additional needs are within the community. City manager is pursuing
conversations with wireless carriers to understand options and best course of action.

Neighboring Communities:

GPF is potentially pursuing a large bond for a large sewer separation project. GPW is working on their routine
preventative maintenance. GLWA is continuing their pumping station upgrades, we are awaiting an update on the
status of their work. Upcoming meeting with DTE regarding electrical reliability.

Downspout Separation:

A letter for downspout separation is being prepared to commence unsolicited inspections. As before, the city
encourages volunteer disconnections and welcomes residents to contact the city for input and information to help
facilitate the process. We are working on getting the disconnection map posted, but it is in council meeting packets.

Sewer Separation
Alleyway behind Medspa is undergoing separation by DPW team.

Road and Alley Way work
Receiving back bids for multiple alleyway resurfacings, including Maryland and Wayburn, these are considered
high priority.

Scoping/Jetting and Flow Monitoring of Sewers:
All regions of the city have been scoped, there are still some voids where we are searching for manhole access
and that continues at pace. Presently we are prioritizing debris removal with the remaining allocated fund
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Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report August/September 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

Infrastructure/Millage Town Hall

There will be an infrastructure meeting/townhall conducted September 20 at 7pm at city hall. This meeting will
be streamed, residents are encouraged to attend or feel free to submit questions through the infrastructure website or
cityclerk@grossepointepark.org.

EERV

The Grosse Pointe Park Foundation provided an incredibly generous donation covering the material cost of the
Sluice Gate and Backflow Preventer. These components have now been ordered. They represent the longest lead time
items for the installation of the EERV and having the fabrication underway clears a major timing hurdle. Our goal is to
work towards having additional flooding protections online for the 2023 rainy season.

We continue to work closely with EGLE to finalize work for a permit approval, unfortunately, the weather has not
been compliant, but knowing that the engineering team has held recent meetings to try and make modeling adjustments.

The further significance of the Sluice Gate and Backflow preventer is they represent equipment components, that
while intended for the EERV, also have a secondary use designed that is installation ready and would also provide added
flooding protection to residents and does not require a permit, so both paths are being pursued simultaneously.

Communications:

The Infrastructure website has gone live. The site is part of the city website,
https://www.grossepointepark.org/infrastructure/index.php
It currently has an index of our monthly updates, downspout FAQ, a button to communicate concerns, the PASER Rating
map for roads and the millage FAQ. This is a work in progress and will be a dynamic site, as we receive more community
guestions, we will work to update it with responses and we will also try and incorporate other community feedback.

Large Capital Projects

Water Main Work

Bids are being received to conduct the Mack-Cadieux water main replacement, this is the most pressing area of
need for water mains, the intention is to begin replacement work this year. Furthermore, as we change watermain lines
we will be piggy backing lead line work in that area greatly improving efficiency and reducing cost to the city.

Alleyway Repaving

The Alley behind DPW resurfacing project will commence in the next few weeks and the Alleys for resurfacing
approved by Council at our last meeting will be done the first two weeks of October, weather permitting.

Grants and External Funding

EGLE presented their draft plan for funding of communities. While Grosse Pointe Park did go up one spot we
WILL NOT receive funding, even with $255,000,000 in additional dollars from ARPA allocated to communities. We will
continue to aggressively pursue any and all options, but this underscores our current focus on self-determination.

DPW Building
GPP portion of work is completed, move in is being dictated by completion of DTE work, city is being assured that

we will be able to move in during October.

Scoping/Jetting and Flow Monitoring of Sewers:

There were some decent sized storms in August (although somehow GPP was spared the brunt of most of them),
they did not cross the threshold for the EGLE permit, however, the strength of the storms did provide useful data which
we are using for our modeling and we will use to reinforce our data to EGLE.

Sewer jetting was primarily focused on the north side of Jefferson this period, with further cleaning and removal
of substantial debris.

External Discussions
DTE met with the City to discuss electric reliability and will continue working to trim trees near utility lines and
continue upgrades to their poles.




Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report September/October 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

EERV

Another positive meetings with EGLE, we continue to broaden our data and modeling. EGLE made no suggestions
that we should not proceed with our continued work and optimum installation date.

EERV Sluice Gate and Backflow preventer are on order and appear to be well on schedule for our targeted
optimum installation date.

Infrastructure/Millage Town Hall

An additional informal Millage discussion was held over coffee on the morning of October 11th at Le Rouge
Boulangerie Bakery on Kercheval by city manager Sizeland, DPW superintendent Jenny and Max Wiener.

Scoping/Jetting and Flow Monitoring of Sewers:

Pipetek contract is complete, there were an additional 50+ cubic yards of debris removed in the previous period.
Now with the final data is in place, we are structuring an action plan for future years, this includes a combination of
rotating sectional preventative scoping/jetting throughout the city, as well as a targeted deep dive regime for areas that
could not be as thoroughly explored.

Downspout, And System Dry Out

With the DPW move soon to be completed, we can redouble our efforts to encourage residents to disconnect
wherever possible. We are shifting into the unsolicited stage of disconnection, furthermore, beyond the current work in
alleyways and large scale separation, DPW and City is working to encourage new construction to be cognizant of best
practices to minimize water into our system.

Large Capital Projects

Water Main Work

Mack and Cadieux watermain replacement/upgrade had meetings held with contractor to plan out project, ensure
all raw materials are available on an acceptable timeline and ensure minimal service disruption and invasive work to
impacted residents. Current planning is to begin work in the coming weeks.

Alleyway Repaving

Contracted alleyway paving should begin work tentatively around October 25%.

Grants and External Funding

An unfortunate clarification has come from EGLE regarding the lead service lines. The draft intended use plan
list was misleading. EGLE is only awarding lead service line replacement loans/principal forgiveness for those outside of
the fundable range if they are a disadvantaged community. GPP does not qualify as a disadvantaged community and is
not eligible for any DWSRF money. The EGLE DWSRF draft document is below, please note the definitions.

DPW Building
After a slew of unfortunate delays, DPW should begin operating out of the new building by this time next month.

Cellular Service
City Manager continues to hold meetings with potential suppliers to develop options to improve cellular coverage
in the park. Some potential proposals are forthcoming.



Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report October/November 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

Millage and Forward Planning

With the passage of the millage, we now have the finances to move forward with a long-term capital improvement
plan. Inthe immediate term we are able to proceed on several of our highest priority items. The infrastructure committee
is recommending going out for bid on the Jefferson Separation Project, working out a 2023 as well as multi-year scoping
and sewer cleaning schedule, additionally we will begin allocation of funds for EERV construction, and compiling further
data to plan and commence targeted work on District 1 watermain/lead line replacement work.

Sewer Scoping/Clean Out Report

We are currently acquiring estimates for a continued short term and multi-year Scoping/Cleaning Plan, to continue
the evaluation and mapping of our system as well as to keep optimizing functionality.

To provide context, with the work done, we now have a much better ability for targeted repair and upgrade of
the sewer. The cleaning has yielded in excess of 161,000 gallons of added water holding capacity, but even more valuable
to the city is the system now allows for better more efficient flow, allowing improved discharge capacity, this is something
we are working towards mapping and quantifying. This has been identified as a target for Continuous Improvement and
we intend to build on this both short and long term.

EERV
Ongoing positive discussions with EGLE, additional requested data and modeling have been submitted the week
of November 21 to the state.

DPW Building
The office is almost entirely moved in, we are beginning to incrementally move large equipment, we have also

finally secured the last round of concrete (there were major supply constraints state wide) to finalize construction.

Active Capital Projects

Water Main Work

Mack and Cadieux watermain replacement/upgrade is underway, the initial borings have been conducted to map
out the project, we continue to be on schedule.

Alleyway Repaving

Although the alleyway repaving had been scheduled to commence in November, constraints in labor, material as
well as the weather have caused substantial delays and at this point will push the commencement to early 2023. However,
GPP will try and make the most of this and is beginning to look into potential savings by rolling additional 2023 work into
the package.

Preventative Maintenance Planning

Meetings have been held to plan out maintenance for the coming year, with particular focus on pumping stations,
pump maintenance and well cleanouts. Additionally, we have been in talks to continue building on the SCADA system
upgrades for pumping (this allows for improved real time monitoring yielding better rapid adjustment and response and
allows better asset management).

Leaf Pickup and Snow Removal
Leaf pickup for the season continues until Dec 16, please see the link for further information:

A meeting was held with DPW to ensure everything is prepared for winter snow removal, salt is in stock,
equipment has been reviewed, the team is ready for inclement weather.

Cellular Service
City Manager has held further meetings with potential suppliers to map out locations, viability as well as the
potential positive financial impact to the city.



Grosse Pointe Park Infrastructure General Updates and Status Report December 2022:
Here are some bullet points of current projects, work and planning is not limited to this.

Jefferson Separation

The Jefferson separation proposal that has been discussed in previous meetings is being presented to council for
approval. The infrastructure committee views this as the single best and largest capital project to eliminate water
infiltration into the system and we look forward to commencing this project now that the financing vehicle (in the form of
the millage) is in place.

Sewer Scoping/Clean Out Report

We are receiving contractor feedback in order to plan out and commence the ongoing scoping/system mapping
and targeted ongoing cleaning of our sewer system. This allows us to further build out our models to improve our capital
planning all while continuously optimizing the system that we already have ensuring smooth and rapid movement of water
throughout our system.

Capital Planning
We continue to accumulate data from district one, in order to map out future water main/lead line work. In

conjunction with Baker Tilley’s research we are working on the multi-year plan.

DPW Building
The final concrete pours are underway in the yard behind DPW as well as the approaches to the building and the

temporary Certificate of Occupancy has been received. DPW will be operating out of their new home soon and the
communications committee is working with the City to host a grand opening some time in January 2023.

Mack Water Main Work
Borings have been completed, construction is mapped out and final material allocations are being completed so
the construction phase will soon be commencing.

Downspouts and Gutter Cleaning

DPW continues to work with residents to disconnect downspouts, any disconnections help further our goal of
drying out the system.

This time of year, it is important to get your gutters cleared, to ensure home systems are working.

It is also important to note that leaves aren’t just a problem for gutters, for homes that still have or have had
French drains, leaves can infiltrate and cause issues in your storm drainage systems. In fact, years of leaves and debris
can cause obstructions and bottle necks. Itis common that older homes have basement drains that are tied to the outside
drainage system, water will move where there is the least resistance and if there is a blockage with rains or snow melts
water can end up backing up into floor drains. Furthermore, decaying leaf material mixing with runoff will look black,
gritty and will have an odor similar to a sewage backup.
